The interior features beautiful stain-glassed windows, intricate wood work and a magnificent altar.  The exterior is fashioned of red sandstone from New York State and white trim from Mercer County, Pennsylvania. Next, enjoy a delicious group luncheon paddlewheel boat cruise aboard the lovely Victorian Princess. Journey out into the scenic Presque Isle Bay, one of the world’s best-protected harbors surrounded by a seven-mile peninsula, for delightful views of Erie and Presque Isle State Park. Later this afternoon we journey into one of Pennsylvania’s premier wine growing regions to a local winery for sampling and shopping. Later today we leave the Erie area and begin our journey home.
