ITINERARY
Day 1:  Home City ~ Amtrak’s Empire Service ~ Mohawk River Valley ~ National Shrine of the North American Martyrs:  Depart by motor coach for Depew Amtrak Station.  Board Amtrak’s Empire Service train for the Mohawk River Valley.  Travel aboard Amtrak’s spacious passenger cars equipped with comfortable reclining coach seats and large observation windows.  Journey across New York State into the beautiful Mohawk River Valley.   Enjoy spectacular views that can only be seen by train.  Upon arrival in the Mohawk Valley enjoy time for lunch and then proceed to the National Shrine of the North American Martyrs. The Martyrs Shrine is the site where Fr. Isaac Jogues, Rene Goupil and John LaLande were brought and later killed by the Mohawk Indians back in the 17th century.  The unique Coliseum Church and various outdoor shrines serve as a reminder to all that this ground was sanctified by the blood of these zealous followers of Christ.  We will celebrate Mass and enjoy a guided tour of the shrine.  Later this afternoon travel to nearby Fonda and visit the National Shrine of Blessed Kateri Tekakwitha.  She was born near the Martyrs Shrine in 1656 of a Christian Algonquin mother and a Mohawk chief.  The shrine honors the place where this American Indian girl was baptized and lived almost half of her life.   Later today we arrive at our comfortable motel for the night.  Gather this evening for dinner at a local restaurant.       
Day 2: 
Erie Canal/Mohawk River Lock Cruise ~ Cooperstown ~ Blessed Marianne Cope of Molokai ~ Journey Home:  Following breakfast we embark on a delightful cruise on the Erie Canal/Mohawk River.  Listed on the Rand McNally 2010 “Must See Destination,” this scenic river cruise features lovely sights and historic locks.  Later this morning we travel to Cooperstown where ample time will be given to enjoy lunch and several other options.  Options include the National Baseball Hall of Fame, Farmers Museum, Fenimore Art Museum or Cooperstown’s Victorian village shops.   Later this afternoon we depart the Mohawk River Valley and begin our journey home.  Rest and meal stops will be made periodically.  A stop will be made in Syracuse and to the Sisters of Saint Francis.  Located within St. Anthony’s Chapel is the remains of Blessed Marianne Cope who, along with St. Damien De Veuster, served the lepers of Molokai in Hawaii.  Enjoy time to visit the museum which depicts the life and ministry of this native Franciscan nun.  Later today we continue our journey home.
