ITINERARY
Day 1:  Home City ~ Amtrak’s Pennsylvanian ~ Allegheny Mountains ~ Horseshoe Curve ~ Secaucus, NJ:  Travel aboard a deluxe highway touring motorcoach to Greensburg, PA.  Board Amtrak’s Pennsylvanian for an exciting and scenic train ride to New Jersey.  Travel into the heart of the Alleghenies and around Horseshoe Curve, an engineering masterpiece completed in 1854 which revolutionized rail travel.  Continue across the state through scenic mountainous terrain and into the placid Amish farmlands of Pennsylvania’s Dutch County.  Enjoy spectacular views that can only be seen by train.  Travel aboard Amtrak’s spacious passenger cars equipped with comfortable reclining coach seats.  Following a stop in Philadelphia, the Pennsylvanian heads north over the Delaware River and into New Jersey.  Later this afternoon we arrive at our hotel in Secaucus for a delightful three-night stay.  Gather this evening for a group dinner.
Day 2:   Lower Manhattan Sights ~ Ground Zero ~ Statue of Liberty National Monument ~ Ellis Island ~ Broadway Show:  This morning we travel to Jersey City and board a ferry for the Statue of Liberty National Monument and Ellis Island.  The United States received the statue from France in 1884 in commemoration of the two countries’ alliance during the American Revolution.  Ellis Island was the nation’s main point of entry for millions of immigrants between 1892-1954.  Engraved on the stainless steel panels of the American Immigrant Wall of Honor are the names of the nearly 400,000 immigrants.  Later this afternoon we embark on a memorable tour through Lower Manhattan.  Visit Ground Zero to view the remains of September 11, 2001.  From a designated observation platform we will have the opportunity to gaze over the vacant sight of the World Trade Towers which has also become the burial grounds for several thousand victims.  Continue through Chinatown, the largest of its type outside of China itself.  This evening enjoy dinner at a local restaurant in Manhattan followed by a Broadway Musical Performance.
Day 3:   New York City ~ Upper Manhattan ~ St. Patrick’s Cathedral ~ Shrine of St. Frances Xavier Cabrini ~ The Cloisters ~ Rockefeller Center:  This morning we travel to Upper Manhattan and visit the Shrine of St. Frances Xavier Cabrini.  Located at Cabrini High School, the Chapel features mosaics depicting the life of Mother Cabrini.  Located underneath the altar in a crystal coffin lie the remains of America’s first citizen-saint.  Continue on to The Cloisters, home of the Metropolitan Museum of Art medieval European collection.  Displayed throughout the museum are hundreds of statues, windows, tapestries, altar pieces, and manuscripts.  Later today travel south along Central Park to Midtown Manhattan and stop at St. Patrick’s Cathedral.  This spectacular Gothic church is modeled after the Cathedral of Cologne and features twin, ornate, white spires which rise 330 feet.  St. Patrick’s Cathedral seats 2000 people, includes 70 lovely stained-glass windows, and is the resting place for the late Bishop Fulton Sheen.  Enjoy some free time for dinner, shopping and browsing at Rockefeller Center which houses 24 acres of underground shops and restaurants.  Later this evening we transfer back to our hotel for the final overnight.
Day 4:   Secaucus ~ Cathedral Basilica of the Sacred Heart ~ Journey Home:  Following breakfast this morning we leave Secaucus and begin our journey home.  Stop in Newark, New Jersey and visit the magnificent Cathedral Basilica of the Sacred Heart.  Nearly equal to the size of Westminster Abbey in London, this French Gothic-style structure is reminiscent of the cathedrals in Chartres and Rheims.  Some of the finest artists in the world contributed to the cathedral including Gonippo Raggi of Rome and Franz Zettler from Munich.  Continue traveling across Pennsylvania for an evening arrival home.
