St. Clement’s Island



Wendt Touring offers a series of student day
trips that will chronicle the early history of the
Catholic Church in America. Six trips will be
offered in all. Five will trace the history of the first
diocese in America from colonial times to the
present, while the sixth trip will be a spiritual journey
to our Nation’s Capital.

The Church in Colonial Maryland 1634-1775
(TRIP 1): Journey into beautiful southern Maryland
and discover our roots as American Catholics. Step
back into the early 17th-century and visit the sacred
shrines and places of pilgrimage which testify to the
deep faith and heroic virtue of those who brought the
Catholic faith to America. Highlights include: St.
Clement’s Island where the first English colonists
landed in 1634 and held the first Mass; St. Mary’s
City - historic capital of Maryland from 1634- 1695
and where the 1667 chapel is being rebuilt. (Due to
the travel distance the return time for this tour may
exceed the school day.)

The Origins of The Premier See 1789-1841 (TRIP
ll): Visit Baltimore to discover the story of the
Church in early America and the creation of the first
diocese in America, the Premier See. Highlights
include: Basilica of the Assumption of the
Blessed Virgin Mary — our nation’s first cathedral
that was recently restored to its original glory; Old
St. Mary’s Seminary Chapel - on the site of the
first Catholic seminary in America.

The Growth of The Premier See 1845-1899
(TRIP Ill): Journey to Baltimore and visit some of
the Mother churches of the Premier See.
Highlights include: St. Alphonsus Church - a
magnificent German gothic-style church and
mother church to many parishes in the
Archdiocese of Baltimore; St. Francis Xavier
Church - the first African American Catholic
Community in the United States . The church was
purchased on October 10, 1863 and dedicated
February 21, 1864, with a group of Black San
Domingo refugees, who were Catholic, and the
Sulpician Fathers, who had fled the French
Revolution and settled in Baltimore.

American Saint: Mother Seton (TRIP IV):
Journey to Emmitsburg and visit the lovely
National Shrine of Saint Elizabeth Ann Seton
the first native born American woman to be
canonized. In the early 1800’s, Mother Seton,
founder of the Sisters of Charity, began the first
parochial school in the country. Her order went on
to create hundreds of schools, orphanages and
hospitals throughout the world. The National
Shrine Grotto of Lourdes , our nation’s oldest
Catholic shrine, features a replica of the Grotto of
Lourdes in southern France where the Blessed
Virgin Mary appeared to St. Bernadette in 1858.

The Premier See in the 20" century (TRIP V):
Journey to Baltimore to learn of recent events in
the Premier See. Highlights include: The
Cathedral of Mary Our Queen - the new

Cathedral in the Archdiocese completed in 1959;
Holy Rosary Parish — the Archdiocesan Shrine of
the Divine Mercy where the miraculous healing of
priest Fr. Ron Pytel in 1995 led to the canonization
of St. Faustina Kowalska.

Catholic Treasures of DC (TRIP VI): Enjoy the
beautiful Basilica of the National Shrine of the
Immaculate Conception - the largest church in
the America’s and the eighth largest in the world.
Stroll through the lovely grounds of the
Franciscan Monastery and Gardens which
feature replicas of the famous shrines in the Holy
Land. The guided tour of the Monastery will also
include the crypt of the church which contains
replicas of the Catacombs of Rome and fine
copies of early Christian art and inscriptions.
