Day 1 - Home City ~ Southern Maryland ~ Carmelite Monastery ~ St. Ignatius  Church  at  Chapel Point -  Depart for southern Maryland aboard a deluxe highway touring motorcoach.  By late afternoon we arrive in the land where Catholicism in English America was established over three and one-half centuries ago.  In Port Tobacco we visit the Carmelite Monastery which was established in 1790 as the nation’s first convent.  A short drive to Chapel Point takes us to St. Ignatius Church, the oldest active Jesuit parish in the country.  Enjoy a two-night stay in the southeast tip of Maryland near the Chesapeake Bay.  Gather for dinner at a local restaurant.
Day 2 - St. Clement’s Island-Potomac River Museum ~ St. Francis Xavier Church ~ St. Mary’s City - This morning we travel to Colton’s Point and the St. Clement’s Island area.  It was here on March 25, 1634 the first English colonists arrived.  Enjoy time at St. Clement’s Island-Potomac River Museum which features exhibits on the early history of Maryland.  Continue on to Newtowne and visit St. Francis Xavier Church.  Founded in 1648, St. Francis Xavier is the oldest Catholic church from original 13 colonies.  Later this afternoon we arrive in historic St. Mary’s City, capital of Maryland from 1634 to 1695.  Enjoy time to explore the 800-acre outdoor museum which features the Old State House, a 17th-century tobacco plantation and the Maryland Dove which is a replica of the ships that brought the first colonists to Maryland.
Day 3 - Baltimore ~ Basilica of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary ~ Inner Harbor ~ Mother Seton House & St. Mary’s Chapel ~  - Today we head north to Baltimore.  Rich in Catholic history, Baltimore is home to the first seminary, the first parochial school, the first cathedral and the first African American parish.  Enjoy a guided tour of the recently restored Basilica of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary, the nation’s oldest Catholic cathedral.  Later today enjoy free time for lunch and shopping at the Inner Harbor.  Once home to decaying factories and warehouses, the harbor is now a showplace of gleaming office buildings and the glass-enclosed pavilions of Harborplace which rise from the water’s edge.   This afternoon we visit Mother Seton House & St. Mary’s Chapel.  This home is where St. Elizabeth Ann Seton lived, made her vows and began the first catholic school.  This evening enjoy dinner at a local restaurant and overnight in the Baltimore area.
Day 4 – Emmitsburg ~ National Shrine of St. Elizabeth Ann Seton ~ Mount St. Mary’s ~ National Shrine Grotto of Lourdes -  This morning we leave the Baltimore area and travel west to Emmitsburg and to the National Shrine of St. Elizabeth Ann Seton.  A fine museum displaying some of Mother Seton’s personal effects and a lovely Basilica containing her remains are among the beautifully restored and furnished buildings.  Following a group luncheon at a local restaurant travel to nearby Mount St. Mary’s and to the National Shrine Grotto of Lourdes.  Built in the early 1800’s, the grotto was the first national Catholic shrine.  It is a replica of the Grotto of Lourdes in southern France where the Blessed Virgin Mary appeared to St. Bernadette in 1858.  Paved walkways wind through beautifully landscaped gardens which contain stone and copper Stations of the Cross and mosaics depicting the mysteries of the rosary.  Later in the day, enjoy a drive through the lovely campus of Mount St. Mary’s College and Seminary before leaving Maryland and begin our journey home.
