Day 1:  Home City ~ Trans-Atlantic flight:  Fly aboard a scheduled airline from home city enroute to Athens, Greece.  On-board flight dinner included.
Day 2:  Athens, Greece ~ Depart 6:00p.m.:  Athens, the capital of Greece and museum of antiquity, is where countless vacationers come to see classical art and architecture and varied cultural offerings.
