Pre & Post Packages available in Budapest, Nuremberg, and Prague:

Budapest (Pre-cruise) - Enjoy a two-night stay while exploring Hungary’s legendary capital, a UNESCO World Heritage Site.  Hailed as one of the most beautiful cities in Europe, a visit to Budapest includes romantic castles, chic boulevards, the landscaped parks of Margaret Island, and an enviable assortment of museums that bring Budapest’s rich history alive. Dine on aromatic cuisine and relax in a spa like no other at this “City of Spas’” geothermal springs. Price is $449.00 per person double/$679.00 per person single.
Nuremberg (Post-cruise) - Originally the “Unofficial Capital of the Holy Roman Empire,” offers the visitor a journey through history in Central Europe--from the classic Nuremberg Castle, home to the administrative courts of the Holy Roman Empire, to its more recent Nazi history: Nuremberg was chosen as the site of Nazi conventions, specifically, because of its historical importance in the past. Once the center of the German Renaissance and home to the Reformation’s Peace of Nuremberg, a two-night stay offers a medley of possibilities to the lover of history.  Price is $399.00 per person double/$599.00  per person single.
Prague (Post-cruise) - Explore Czech Republic’s capital, “City of a Hundred Spires” for three nights.  Dostoevsky penned, “Beauty will save your soul.”  If that is true, Prague’s beauty is a reflection of its religious roots with the ornamental St. Charles Bridge and its 30 Baroque statues of saints and its stunning view; the Gothic St.Vitus Cathedral, breathtaking with its combination of medieval flying buttresses that appear as lace, carved from stone, and 20th Century Art Nouveau stained glass windows; and the complexities of the Hradcany Castle—the largest castle in the world.  Price is $799.00 per person double/$1199.00 per person single.

Day 1: Home City ~ Budapest, Hungary - Travel aboard a scheduled airline en route to Budapest.
Day 2: Budapest, Hungary - Upon arrival at the Budapest Ferenc Liszt Airport, board a deluxe coach for a relaxing drive to our ship, the Viking Ibun, our home for the next seven nights.  After boarding, we will have free time to stroll along the beautiful Danube, or amble through the Vaci Utca, a charming section of the city with shops and cafes. Dinner and overnight aboard the Viking Ibun.
Day 3: Budapest, Hungary – After a good night’s sleep and breakfast, start our day with a fascinating tour of the Pest side of Budapest.  View the ornate facades of the 19th and 20th Century Mansions along Andrassy Avenue—as well as the august National Opera House, the princely Parliament Building, and the impressive Chain Bridge.  Stop in Heroe’s Square, which commemorates heroes throughout Hungarian History. From there, cross the Blue Danube to Buda’s Castle District.  Ascend the hill to enjoy the views from the Fisherman’s Bastion and Matthias Church.  Rejoin our ship in Visegrad for lunch as we begin our cruise along the scenic Danube River.  Mid-afternoon, enjoy coffee and apple strudel at a Viennese Coffee Workshop.  Dinner and overnight aboard our ship.
Day 4: Vienna, Austria – Arrive in Vienna following breakfast.  Here, our visit to Vienna will begin with a half day city tour. We will ride the Ringstrasse tram, enjoying the sights of the ornate Opera House, Stadtpark: the Vienna City Park established in 1862, the historic Hofburg Theater, and the transcendent St. Stephan’s Cathedral. After lunch aboard the Viking Ibun, the rest of the day will be ours to take in this lovely city -- free to shop along the Kartnerstrasse, or take an optional tour of the elegant Schonbrunn Palace, summer home to the Habsburgs.  Dinner will be served aboard, but we are free to attend an optional evening concert in this “City of Waltzes.”

 Day 5: Melk, Austria – Following breakfast and a sail on the incomparable Danube through the scenic Wachau Valley, we will reach the Benedictine Abbey at St. Melk, where we will join a guided tour through the baroque interior of this hermitage of prayer.  View detailed frescoes and the library’s immense collection of medieval manuscripts; pause in the garden courtyard and enjoy the terrace’s panoramic view of the Wachau Valley. We will rejoin our ship to dine on some local Austrian specialties, while we continue our cruise past castle ruins and charming riverside villages. Overnight aboard the Viking Ibun.
Day 6: Passau, Germany – Enjoy breakfast and arrive in Passau at the merging of the Inn, Llz, and Danube Rivers.  A happy confluence!  After disembarking, our tour guide will lead us through the town’s narrow streets, through Old Town, the original city of Passau, past historic patrician houses, to the mighty Oberhaus Fortress, and into the magnificent baroque St. Stephan’s Cathedral for a 17,000 pipe organ concert on Europe’s pre-eminent church organ. We will dine back at our ship for lunch, but are free to explore the intriguing city of Passau on our own before dinner aboard the Viking Ibun, and the continuation of our cruise throughout the night. 

Day 7: Regensburg, Germany - Today will be devoted to visiting the many sights of the Regensburg area. After breakfast we will begin the day by meeting our guide, dockside, for a walking tour through the ancient city of Regensburg.  Behold, still standing, 13th and 14th Century churches, as well as the finest gothic structure in Bavaria: St. Peter’s Cathedral. Walk across the 12th Century, Old Stone Bridge.  Lunch will be served aboard our ship.  Alternately, we can visit Germany’s oldest restaurant – the Alte Wurstkuche – the Sausage Kitchen of Regensburg, notable for its role in feeding the workers who built the Old Stone Bridge 900 years ago. This afternoon, we have the opportunity to take an optional excursion to the Danube Narrows.  Travel by coach to Kelheim where we will board a ferry to view the dramatic 400 foot chalk cliffs bordering the Danube Narrows. On this trip, we will also visit the renowned Weltenburg Abbey, best known for the dark ale first brewed by the Benedictine Monks in 1050; then, we will rejoin our ship in time for dinner aboard.
Day 8: Main Danube Canal and Nuremberg, Germany – Long before we enjoy our breakfast aboard the Viking Ibun,  we will be sailing through the numerous locks that comprise the Main Danube Canal.  Originally, envisioned and begun by Charlemagne in 793, the engineering feat was finally finished in 1992, covering 106 miles from Bamberg on the Main River, to Kelheim, on the Danube -- complete with 16 locks that raise the water level 1,332 feet.  Today, it makes continuous river travel possible throughout the heart of Europe from the North Sea, all the way to the Black Sea, along the Danube, Main, and Rhine Rivers. We arrive during breakfast to Bavaria’s second largest city: Nuremberg.  Best known for its role in the Nuremberg Trials after World War II, our tour will feature the Palace of Justice, site of the Nuremberg Trials, as well as the former Nazi Parade Grounds.  Alternately, we can join a World War II History Tour visiting the Documentation Center Museum, with its vast holdings, followed by a visit to the imposing Court House and Old Town, the original medieval city of Nuremberg, still enclosed by its ancient walls.  Both tours end with a walk from the Imperial Castle Grounds, past the home of the peerless 15th -16th Century artist, Albrecht Durer, to the Gothic Fountain at the Main Market Square.  Lunch will be served aboard, with the rest of the day to explore Nuremberg.  Dinner and overnight aboard in Nuremberg.     
Day 9: Flight Home – Proceed to the Flughafen Nuremberg Airport for our return flight.
